2008 Zone 9 Specifications 
In accordance with GR 903.6: For ID - UT, NV, for MT - ND, SD, for OR - CA, for W A - Zone locked 
CA, NV and B.C. are contiguous states. 
Adult Amateur Hunter: 
To be ridden by Amateurs who are no longer eligible to compete as Junior Exhibitors. Horses and Adult 
Amateur riders entered in Adult Amateur Hunter sections may not compete in the Amateur Owner Hunter 
section at the same show. Riders may not show in any classes in which the fences are 3'9" and over at the 
same show. Ponies may be ridden by adults, suitability to count. Fence height not to exceed 3'. Horses and 
ponies NOT to jog for soundness. Adult Amateur Hunter Classics to count bonus points. 
Children's Hunter Horse: 
Open to horses to be ridden by a Junior Exhibitor. Horses and riders entered in the Children's Hunter 
section may not compete in the Junior Hunter section at the same show. Riders may not show in any classes 
in which the fences are 3'9" and over at the same show. Fence height not to exceed 3'. Horses NOT to jog 
for soundness. Children's Hunter Classics to count bonus points. 
Children’s Hunter Pony: 
Open to ponies with a current USEF measurement card. Riders may not cross enter into any rated 
divisions. Small ponies to jump 2’, Medium ponies to jump 2’3”, Large ponies to jump 2’6”. A year end 
award will be given. 
Children's/Adult Jumper: Fences to be set at a specific height within the corresponding Level.  Horse and 
rider combinations may not cross enter in the Amateur, Amateur Owner, and Junior Jumper sections. 
Riders may not show in any classes where the jumps exceed Level 4. Fences to be set at USEF Level 3. 
Pre-Green Hunter: 
A Pre-Green hunter is a horse in its first two consecutive years of showing at 3’ or 3’3”, regardless of age, 
that has never shown at 3'6". Pre-Green horses may not be reinstated. Fences 3' - 3'3". Horses may not 
cross-enter into 3'6" divisions. Horses not to jog. To be judged on performance. A year end award will be 
given. 
Special Jumper Year End Award: 
All monies won in classes Level 5 and $25,000 and higher will be calculated together for a year-end award.
