Applicants may participate at any level of
competition, including local, regional or national events.

The overall US Equestrian National Youth Sportsman’s Award winner will receive a trophy, and a $1,000 grant to be paid to an educational program. The Overall Reserve
Winner will receive a $500 educational grant

A small number of selected finalists are required to participate in a video conference interview with the US Equestrian selection team.

2. One letter of reference from someone qualified to comment on your equine-related activities (trainer, instructor, officer/director of horse organization, club
leader, etc.).

3. One letter of reference from someone outside of the equestrian community.
