To be considered for the position of Chef d’Equipe, a member must meet the eligibility requirements, complete an
application. Interviews with the applicant’s respective zone committee will be conducted for all who submit complete
applications. There will be one Head Chef d’Equipe per Championship section, the number of supporting Chefs
d’Equipe may vary by Zone.

e USHIJA Platinum Jumper Championships,
e USHIJA 1.00/1.05m Junior/Amateur Zone Jumper Championships,
3. Agree to participate in one annual orientation and training session.
4. Individuals selected to serve as a Chef d’Equipe must have completed:
e Annual Safe Sport Training.
e Background check within the past five years, provided the results to USHJA.
e Concussion training.
